Deals with the importance of worship
and its high priority with God.

DISCUSSION QUESTIONS

1.

Read and notice how many times a question is asked, often
expecting an answer which is obvious. Find some of those.
How can this form of teaching be used effectively?

The chapter deals with “bad worship.” How does the prophet
describe that?

Give some examples from today that Malachi might well
describe as “bad worship?”

a) What would be good worship according to the prophet?

b) According to other parts of the Scriptures?

Malachi 2

“No Flippant Promises... with God nor with Others!”

We are to honour our word, even when it hurts!

DISCUSSION QUESTIONS

1.

The main issue of Chapter 2 is a warning against those
who do not set “your heart to honor my name” (2:2) which
is shown by “breaking faith” ( 2:10,11,14,15,16) with God
and with others. The priests do it (vs. 7) and the people
follow. Discussion question... “What does that say about
leadership?”

. A distressing way in which Malachi’s people were “breaking

faith” was through marrying “the daughter of a foreign god.”
(vs.11). Question, “What does that say to us today?”

Another way they “broke faith” was through divorce, (see vs.
15) to which God says, “I hate divorce.” (16). Question, “What
do we do with that today?”

The chapter deals with “covenant faithfulness” which today
simply means, “keeping promises!” God keeps them with
us, no matter what; He now expects us to do the same with
others! It is sin when we do not honor our commitments
and promises. Question, “How do we help each other keep
promises? And more importantly, how do we deal with each
other when we don’t?”

Why can we not do what Nehemiah did when God’s people
compromised their vows of commitment? (See Nehemiah
13:23-27) How do we show care for others’ spiritual well-
being? Would we “pull out their hair” when they do not walk
God’s way?
